
Weight Pull RULES 
1. Dogs must be at least one year of age.  
2. No pregnant or nursing dogs. 
3. Rabies vaccinations required. Vaccinations for distemper 
and parvo are recommended.   
4. All entrants shall be responsible for their own conduct and 
the conduct of their Dogs. Unmanageable dogs will be barred 
from competition.  
5. All dogs must be under physical control at all times. This 
means leashes! If you think your dog requires a muzzle, please 
just don’t enter the dog. Leave mean/aggressive/biting dogs at 
home.  
6. Sleds, harnesses and weight will be provided for the race. 
7. Means of encouragement for forward motion of the dog is 
allowed but no physical contact with the dog is allowed. 
8. No bait is allowed to encourage the dog. 
9. The weight pulled is recorded; the dog that pulls the most in 
each category will be the winner. 
10. The distance of the pull is feet 16 feet. 
11. For each pull the dog has 30 seconds to start the pull once 
they are harnessed and the owner is at the finish line.  
12. Weight pull chairman makes all final rulings. 
 

Race Categories are as follows: 
A. 12 lbs and under 
B. 13 lbs to 25 lbs 
C. 26 lbs to 50 lbs 
D. 51 lbs to 75 lbs 
E. 76 lbs and UP
